It has been arewarding and very beneficial year at the Church of Our Saviour. As you all
know the position of Junior Warden is traditionally oversight of the buildings and grounds. This
year under the guidance of the Bishop s committee the Junior Warden has also been actively
involved in the development of the committees that are becoming the building blocks of the
congregation. Over the past year the committees have started taking a leadership roll in the life of
the congregation. With a genuine shift to a worshiping family with a servant s heart the Church
of Our Saviour s future is limitless.

I would like to say | accomplished all that | set out to do in 2008 but I didn t. During the
year the fields were cut for hay on several occasions and it sure did help the looks of the property.
Of course | didn t have anything to do with the cutting but thanks to the family of Becky and Ed
Kingsley the work was done. The routine efforts of things like cutting the grass rarely went
undone with the dedicated help of Wallace Arthur and the mechanical skills of Stephen Locke.
The memorial garden upkeep was the efforts of several groups of people at different times. The
gardening expertise, time and treasure of Dan Evans on the beds in front of the Church finally
gave promise to a method of working the beds at the beginning of the year that will last for the
entire year.



The basement is now void of the old freezer, washing machine and the old hot water
heater that died in October thanks to the Men s Bible Study (no they didn t kill the hot water
heater they took it out of the basement). The water heater was replaced by a new 9 year warranted
50 gallon unit thanks to the efforts of Stephen Locke with the assistance of Phillip Dismukes. It
will be wrapped by Patrick Tuck in the near future.

An ongoing complaint by a neighbor on the North side of the property was finally put to
rest after several meetings with the neighbor. The neighbor s expectation was more than the
Church was willing to agree to but with the effort of Stephen Locke cutting up some trees that
had fallen and moving he larger logs the neighbor was given permission to keep the vines on the
church s side of the property clean. Which kept the vines out of her yard and garden.

The first Love Your Church day was a tremendous success and an insight into the
potential of the church when working together. In the past work days drew 9 to 12 people. This
first attempt to organize and publicize brought out 19 for breakfast and 29 for lunch. The group
filled a 40 yard box with material from the 2 old buildings between the church and barn, trash
from the church construction, and various tree cutting and trimming efforts of the day. It was
carnival like with people working together and talking to people never talked to before.

The second Love Your Church Day was again a tremendous success. The involvement
and effort of the congregation was supernatural. The foundations of one of the buildings, items
removed from the basement, undergrowth from the area the building were removed, bushes and
shrubs that were cut down from around the building and barn and the last trash pile from the
construction were used to fill another 40 yard box.

A request was sent out asking for input to things that needed attention.

As a result of the questionnaire the cistern concrete wall and cover at the back corner of
the new church building were patched with concrete to make is impossible for kids to put thing
in the cistern or accidentally fall in.

There was also an audit make on the electrical and safety issues in the parish hall. Most of
the items have been corrected but work still needs to be done.

The gas smell in the basement was linked to a slow moving kitchen drain which remained
a mystery for most of the year. A plumbers snake was run down the drain line and vents added to
the line in the basement which helped the smell but not the drain flow. After every Sunday
covered dish the drain had to be plunged to remove the standing water in the sink. Finally a vent
was added underneath the sink that should have ended the drain issue but without success. When
all else failed the entire 75 feet of drain was snaked and an 8 foot section sloped to allow faster
water flow. The drain now flows without constant plunging. Thanks, Stephen.

I know there are many others that have played a major part in caring for the buildings and
grounds this year. And | do appreciate everything that has been done. I hope you will accept my
apology for not giving you the credit you deserve.

Please, continue to do all you have in the past to make Our Saviour a home away from
home.
